From Nicholas Travers 

In the previous edition of this newsletter, Mark told us that he 

didn’t really have a ‘JIKKA’.  Being a military brat, the same 

applies to me.  A military brat is a child whose parent or parents 

are serving in the military.  A military family is forced to move 

frequently.  They move all around the world, living in military 

bases in various countries. I usually found myself  in a new 

school or country every three years or so.  For me the thought of 

living in one house my entire life and seeing the same faces in 

elementary and junior high school seemed unnatural. Tiger 

Woods, Jessica Alba, Stevie Fukuda, and Elton  

John are military brats as well.  

You won’t believe it, but I was 0 years old  

when I first rode in a military helicopter.  My parents were 

living in Naval Air Facility Atsugi, or Atsugi base, at the time, 

and there was no hospital for my mother to give birth, so she was 

sent to Yokosuka Naval Base by helicopter.  Excited being in a 

helicopter, I wanted to enjoy the view from the helicopter, so I 

tried to jump out of my mothers’ womb (mother’s story!).  

However, we arrived safely on the hospital roof, where I was 

born. (On the roof! My mother always wanted me to be on top of 

things!) 

Three years later, we had to move again.  This time it was to 

Pearl Harbor Naval Base in Hawaii, where I spent my days as a 

kindergartener.  I don’t remember much except for the pictures 

of me climbing palm trees and dropping coconuts on the tourists 

below (Look out below! Ouch!).  Before we had a chance to settle 

down, my family was to be stationed in Detroit, Michigan.  

Detroit is the birthplace of many famous people, such as 

Eminem, Madonna, and Stevie Wonder (no relation!).  We were 

shipped back to Japan in the summer of ’87.   Where, you say?  

Sasebo Naval Base in Nagasaki. Three years later, we had to 

move to Guam.  I only spent two years there.  We moved to 

Yokosuka in the summer of ’92 where I joined a ‘bousouzoku’.  

Sorry, I’m just kidding!  Actually, I spent the 4 years at Nile C. 

Kinnick High School.  Kinnick High has some famous alumni, 

such as the J-pop singer Crystal Kay and the Star Wars actor 

Mark Hamill.  After graduating, I wanted to go to college in 

Hawaii, so I started doing construction work for three years to 

save up some money.

I do envy people who grow 

  up in one neighborhood, but also feel I had many 

interesting and valuable adventures that others 

will never have the opportunity to experience.   

I love all the places I have lived in and  

all the people I have met in my life,  

which is something I would never trade.
